A-Z of Sectarianism
In an effort to both follow up anti sectarian work delivered in Primary Schools, and to reinforce equalities work, which is taking place in Secondary Schools, several schools were invited to partner up and visit the Rangers Study Centre.

At the study centre a mixture of S3 and S4 young people from All Saints Secondary School and Springburn Academy, both located in the North of Glasgow, took part in a series of workshops.

One of these activities was the A-Z of Sectarianism, where the young people are tasked with coming up with words and phrases associated with Sectarianism for every letter of the alphabet. The young people split up into groups so that everyone had the chance to meet with new people and have an input.

The groups presented their A-Z's individually back to the other groups in turn and several patterns emerged. Firstly, despite the groups working separately, many words and phrases were duplicated. Secondly, it emerged that while many of these words and phrases were well known, their origin was not. Thirdly, and most decisively, it emerged that the vast majority of language feedback, was associated with negative behaviour and violence.

Clearly this exercise demonstrated the need for the language of Sectarianism to be challenged if Glasgow hopes to progress to a Sectarian free society.

Drumchapel High and St Mungo's Academy

Citizens Theatre: TAG - Anti Sectarianism production: Conquer Not Divide
In the early months of 2010 the educational department "TAG" Citizens Theatre were commissioned to do a piece of anti-sectarian work in secondary schools in Glasgow.

The TAG staff chose a group of S3 pupils from Drumchapel High School and St Mungo's Academy as being ideal participants. This was because the project linked schools from denominational and non-denominational backgrounds, and also because it offered the opportunity of partnering young people from different parts of the city.
Workshops
The young people initially took part in anti-sectarian workshops where they gained a greater understanding of what sectarianism really is and how it affects their own lifes.

Drama Project

The S3 students were split into two groups and each developed a drama to highlight examples of how sectarianism has affected young people's lives. This was to raise awareness and to challenge the status quo.
Citizens Theatre

In the Citizens Theatre, before an audience of primary school children and invited guests, there was a viewing of the "making of the project" film. This was followed by the two short plays developed by the groups.

The honesty of the performers and the excellent quality of the acting made this both an entertaining and enlightening piece of work.

Knightswood and St Thomas Aquinas Secondary School

Developing an understanding of the issue of sectarianism and breaking down barriers between local schools

Knightswood and St. Thomas Aquinas Learning Communities work together to develop an  understanding of the issue of sectarianism. They aim to break down barriers between local schools using the Theresa Breslin's book 'Divided City'. This will enable the schools to focus on their literacy strategy in an innovative way while tackling what is a controversial issue for Glasgow. The project will involve 12 P7 classes (6 non-denominational and 6 denominational).

Project Outline:
· Schools work in geographical clusters bringing two schools together across the Learning Communities.
· Knightswood Secondary and St. Thomas Aquinas Secondary Schools English Departments will collaboratively work with the Primary schools to produce a bridging unit.
· In-service training for teachers on the issue of sectarianism and the use of the New Horizons Divided City Literacy Pack produced by GCC.
· Teachers are supported by the New Horizons Literacy Tutors and the SOS Coordinator.
· Mix of individual lessons and joint lessons within schools.
· Each cluster would have three joint events or trips to support the work for example a visit to; 
· St Mungo's Museum of Religious Life and Art for an anti-sectarian workshop
· Kelvingrove Gallery to visit the anti-sectarian exhibition
· Rangers or Celtic Study Centres to investigate team perspectives etc.
· Schools visit places of worship.
· In the spirit of the Curriculum for Excellence each teacher of each twinning school will have the opportunity to contribute and develop this project.
· A celebration event will be held at the end of the project, to recognise achievement and share learning with parents and the community.

By the end of the project young people will have:
· A clearer understanding of sectarianism and how it impacts on their community.
· Explored their values and attitudes in relation to sectarianism.
· Explored the myths used to perpetuate sectarianism and religious intolerance.
· Worked with young people from different schools to gain a different perspective.
· Had the opportunity to develop friendships with young people from other schools.
· Extended opportunities to develop the four capacities of A Curriculum for Excellence
Developed their literacy skills in line with GCC's New Horizons Programme.

By the end of the project schools will have:
· Created working relationships across the two Learning Communities
· Developed a strategy for including anti-sectarianism within the formal school curriculum.
· Created twinning partnerships between denominational and non-denominational schools.
· Developed cross curricular lessons incorporating;
· ICT
· Art
· Drama
· Talking and Listening
· Reading and Writing
· Maths
· RE
· PSD
· E.S.
· Implemented co-operative teaching lessons which will give young people the background knowledge to anti-sectarianism enabling them to develop a deep and mutual understanding of the issues.
· Further developed their literacy strategy in line with GCC's New Horizons Programme.

Hillhead High and St Roch's Secondary School

Y-Rock Project

Y - Rock recently worked together with young people from St Roch's Secondary and Hillhead High School in an anti-sectarian project funded by SOS.

They worked to produce lyrics and music which would send a strong message to other young people across the city. They then developed websites in order that they could share the results of their project across the city. These web sites can be viewed by clicking on the links below.

The songs can also be listened to from the web sites and the lyrics can be studied by other young people who are interested in the project.

As part of the city the young people involved, worked with other younger children in Glasgow Schools to deliver the "Sense over Sectarianism" message. Details of these work shops are detailed on the Epic Solo and Fresh4Music web sites.

St Paul's High/Rosshall Academy

Follow up to anti sectarian work delivered in Primary Schools and reinforcing equalities work

In an effort to both follow up anti sectarian work delivered in Primary Schools, and to reinforce equalities work, which is taking place in Secondary Schools, several schools were invited to partner up and visit the Rangers Study Centre.

At the study centre a mixture of S3 and S4 young people from St Paul's High and Rosshall Secondary schools, both located in Pollok, took part in a morning of workshop activities.

One of the activities worked on during the morning was entitled "Who is responsible for change". The young people were presented with cards which displayed a number of different types of people. These people included, Police, The Media, Young People, Football Supporters, MSPs, Religious Leaders, Parents, City Councillors, Football Clubs, Schools and Teachers.

After much discussion the participants were asked to rank the groups on a scale of who could make the biggest change in the fight against Sectarianism. Two things became clear. Firstly, that opinion differs and therefore people have differing opinions about what change different groups could affect. Secondly, and perhaps most importantly, it became clear that all different types and groups of people can become agents of change. Therefore if Sectarianism is to become a thing of the past, then all groups must do what they can.

Whitehill Secondary School

Increasing young people's knowledge of sectarianism
A group of young people from across Glasgow, who have, for a variety of reasons missed large parts of their education; the young people attend a daily class in Whitehill Secondary that provides them with relevant academic and life skills which will help their personal development.

As part of this process, an SOS worker worked with these young people through a serious of challenging work shops. These were aimed at increasing their knowledge of sectarianism and challenging some of the prevalent values and attitudes towards prejudice and bigotry within their own local community and social groups.

The advances in personal development in such a short period of time was recognised and evidenced by the teaching staff who felt that there were tremendous benefits to be gained through this type of process. As a result the school has invited the SOS team to carry out a longer 8 week project to take place in the 2009 school term.

8 Week Project
Sense over Sectarianism worked with this group over a period of 8 weeks working through the learning pack Beyond a Game of 2 Halves, exploring values and attitudes around sectarianism and issues faced by young people in their own lives.

The young people have decided to link this programme with a media project that they had previously completed and are about to embark on a Film project exploring what other young people think about sectarian behaviour and the issues around it.  
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
