The Responsibility Ladder
PURPOSE
1. To encourage participants to think about who is responsible for sectarianism.
1. To raise awareness of who has the power to challenge sectarianism.
1. To encourage participants to take personal responsibility for challenging sectarianism. 
PLAN IT
Age			12+
Group size		Any, in groups of 6-10
Prep time		60 minutes
Activity time		30 minutes
What you need		cards/postcards
paper, pens, flipchart

one “ladder” for each group (drawn on wallpaper)
Preparation	Make one set of cards for each group, each card with one of below written on it. 
To go on cards:
police		MSPs		pressure groups		churches/religious leaders
parents		schools		football clubs		youth clubs
media		young people	teachers		schools
football supporters
DO IT
a) Ask all participants to say who might be able to challenge sectarianism and collect the feedback on a flipchart or whiteboard. (Add these to the people already on the cards.)
b) Ask each group to discuss each one and place them on their ladder, with the most important or most responsible at the top.
c) Once each group has done this, ask everyone to stand back and look at all the ladders.
d) Explain that anyone can move a card up or down any ladder but to do so they need to explain to the group why they think it should be moved.
e) Let the discussion continue for a bit with individuals moving cards.
(At this point a collective ladder can be made.)
f) Ask the group where they, as individuals, fit into this ladder. What responsibility do individuals have to challenge sectarianism?
